Objectives:

To work towards the Program Development and Evaluation Plan (PDEP) goals of purchasing science and reading holdings that will enrich and support the educational programs in force in the building, and to increase the joy of reading among the school community. The focus of this order will be in the following sections:
· Science Non Fiction 
· General Non Fiction and Fiction

The materials ordered will adhere to the Media Center Philosophy which states that the media center will provide students, faculty, staff, parents, and community with equitable access to information, reading materials, instructional guidance, and research assistance. The media specialist will ensure these services by collaborating with classroom teachers and providing a collection of well organized resources that reflect a variety of developmental levels. These resources will be provided in a safe and caring environment that is conducive to learning. All patrons are encouraged to use these resources at any time through flexible scheduling. The media specialist will strive to always be available to assist patrons and classes needing the media center facilities and/or services.  The media specialist will try to find out which rights she is purchasing during the ordering process and use that knowledge to comply with all copyright laws.   The media center will keep personal information and circulation records concealed in order to protect the privacy of its users.  
Rationales:

A. Through ordering science non fiction titles, the media center will provide materials that will support GPS curriculum standards, with a focus on grade levels 3-5. As set forth in the PDEP, at least two units per grade level will receive focus. The focus is on grades 3-5 because GPS Science standards will be implemented for these grade levels only during the 2006-2007 school year. 
B. By ordering quality materials and award winning titles (as set forth in the Media Center Selection Policy), we will increase the currently limited number of holdings, due to the young age of the collection (5 years). This will enable the media center to overcome its information access barrier of limited materials for pleasure reading. 
C. The selection and order of fiction and non fiction titles that are recommended by the Houghton Mifflin reading series currently used will provide additional support to the reading curriculum for grades K-2.
